HOPKINTON’S TIES TO GREECE 
 
Hopkinton’s ties with Marathon, Greece were formalized with the unveiling of the Mico 
Kaufman sculpture honoring the 1946 Boston Marathon win of Stylianos Kyriakides and 
the signing of a sister-city relationship between the two cities.  
 
In 2008 Hopkinton welcomed the Marathon Flame, which traveled from Greece with 
Marathon Mayor Spyros Zagaris and was held high at the start of the Boston Marathon. 
 
This year, consistent with the wishes of the Mayor Zagaris, Hopkinton has become a 
focal point for the celebration of the 2,500th Anniversary of the Battle of Marathon. 
Fought in 490 BC, the Athenian victory is considered one of the worlds most significant 
military battles in history. 
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
